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Peace Education as an ethical praxis

Abstract: This presentation will discuss the links between content, form and contextual conditions in approaching Peace Education as an ethical praxis that should guide learning processes in formal, non-formal and informal education. We are concerned that questions of pedagogical form and content are related to contextual conditions within which Peace Education occurs.  We shall discuss how the dialectic between form and content is basic to an education that approaches content in which ethical perspectives on violence and peace are posed - providing also a form that is not oppressive to participants in the discussion.  An ethical praxis is seen as a combination of reflection and action that not only is non-oppressive in its process but also goal oriented in terms of changing oppressive contextual conditions within which the praxis takes place. Peace Education as an ethical praxis produces changes at individual and collective levels evidenced in the modification and also creation of contextual conditions.
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
